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STEP AutoPage

This documentation section / user guide contains information about the STEP AutoPage component and how itis
used in connection with Adobe InDesign and STEP to create autopaginated publications. With autopagination, a
selection of objects (most commonly products and assets) can be placed onto one or even hundreds of Adobe
InDesign pages in a single-mount operation, requiring minimal or no manual interference.

Once an initial publication has been created, AutoPage can update these auto-generated InDesign pages with just
afew clicks. For publications like catalogs and sales flyers, which need to be republished each year or season,
AutoPage can save time on pagination tasks that would otherwise be performed manually, such as the updating of
content, images, and pricing information. Additionally, product presentations can be easily reordered and
repositioned, and pages for an entire publication can be resequenced in one operation. When autopagination is
complete, AutoPage can transform the InDesign pages into printer-ready, high-resolution PDFs.

Note: Though objects other than product objects can be mounted onto InDesign pages from STEP, including
classification folders, entities, and green publication hierarchy objects themselves, the subtopics in this
documentation will frequently refer to InDesign page layouts as 'product presentations' and objects to be mounted
as 'products'. This is to streamline the language used in presenting this information.

AutoPage Component Requirements

To use STEP AutoPage, the following components are required in addition to STEP:

« STEP Publisher
o STEP AutoPage

Other components may be required for specific features.

Third-Party Software Requirements
« Adobe InDesign Server (IDS) software, which executes the autopagination process.

« Adobe InDesign client software, for individual users. The client version of the software must match the
server version.

Note: Supported versions of Adobe InDesign are CC 2015 (CC11), CC 2017 (CC12),and CC 2018 (CC13).

A subscription to the Adobe Creative Cloud service is required for both client and server platforms. Adobe
InDesign CS6 is not supported in STEP Trailblazer versions 8.3 and above.

The Adobe InDesign server is only supported by Windows and Mac platforms. As such, additional hardware may
be required in addition to the STEP application server.

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Additional Prerequisites

STEP Knowledge
To use AutoPage, the following is recommended:

» Basicknowledge of STEP. See the Getting Started / User Guide documentation for more information.

« Anunderstanding of STEP Publisher (STEP’n’design). For more information, see the STEP Publisher
(STEP'n'design) section of the STEP Online Help documentation.

Fonts

All required fonts for a production must be placed onto the InDesign Server that STEP is connected to as well as
on users' local client PCs or Macs. If possible, use Open Type fonts (OTF), which are both PC and Mac
compatible.

InDesign Plug-Ins

Both the InDesign Server (IDS) and any local client installations of Adobe InDesign must have the correct Adobe
InDesign plug-in installed. For client installations, this is downloaded from the WebStart page of your STEP
system. See the Installing STEP’n’design section of the STEP'n'design documentation for more information.

Asset Push

Since the majority of publications will utilize images, asset push must be configured, and the asset push sidecar
must be set up and running. For more information, see the Asset Push section of the Digital Asset Exchange
documentation.

Setting up a Publication

First, a publication structure must be created that defines the versions, sections, subsections, and other elements
of the publication. Alternatively, you can create a new publication by duplicating an existing one. For more
information, see Creating a Publication in STEP Workbench and Duplicating a Publication in the Getting

Additionally, you must create a publication template and one or more product templates in InDesign, then save
themto STEP. You then apply the publication template and product templates to the relevant publication.

Planning the Publication

After creating the publication structure and templates for the publication, the next step is to define which products,
assets, and classifications should be included in the publication, as well as specify where they belong in the
publication structure. You can either drag and drop products, assets, or classifications to link them to a section, or
you can import a file that contains the IDs of the objects.

Products, assets, and classifications are linked to the sections or subsections in the sequence that they should be
paginated. For more information, see the topics under the Planning and Organizing an AutoPage Publication
section.

Defining Pagination Rules

Pagination rules control how, when, and where product presentations are added to a page. Many pagination rules
define which spread of the publication template applies at a point (e.g. by section), and which product template to
use when mounting objects onto pages. For more information, see the AutoPage Pagination Rules topic.

Paginating Publications

Once the publication hierarchy has been created, the templates and objects have been linked, and the pagination
rules are in place, the publication and/or sections and subsections can be paginated.

The pagination is started through a pagination request which, via a background process, makes a call to the
connected InDesign server. The InDesign server then performs the pagination based on the applied publication
template and pagination rules. When done, the InDesign server saves the paginated pages back to STEP. These
pages are automatically saved under the DTP Documents tree nodes at the designated section level (which is
defined on the publication in the 'Auto page Document Level' setting).

Inspecting Pages

To verify that the pages look the way they should, a preview of the actual pages can be viewed and inspected in
the STEP Workbench using the Page Inspector. For more information, see the Inspecting and Editing Pages
topic.

Modifying Pages

If necessary, you can modify the sequence of objects, manually reposition objects, remount objects, reflow pages,
set a different vertical justification, check if an update is needed, and set new page numbers. For more information
about modifying pages, see the Inspecting and Editing Pages topic.

Updating Pages

Pages can be updated with new data from STEP by starting an update process. The update is started through an
update request which, via an update background process, calls the InDesign server. The InDesign server then
does the actual page update. When done, the InDesign server saves a new version of the paginated pages to
STEP.

Setting Page Numbers

After updating, the page numbers can be reset to ensure consecutive numbering of sections. An example:
Section 1: pages 1-10

Section 2: pages 11 - 20

Section 3: pages 21 - 30

Arequestis sent to the InDesign server to update the page numbers of the actual pages in the section. The
InDesign server then saves new versions of the documents to STEP.

Outputting Pages to PDF

When the pages are ready to go to the printer, they can be exported to high-resolution PDFs from the workbench
by making a call to the connected InDesign server. For more information, see the Generating PDFs for Proof
Viewing topic.

Itis also
used to resequence publication sections and either resequence or remove the products, classifications, and
assets that are linked to them.

To view the AutoPage Publication Planner, select a publication, section, or subsection in the Tree, then click the
AutoPage Publication Planner tab.

Creating an AutoPage Planner Report

The AutoPage Planner Report is a comma-separated (CSV) file that contains the information displayed in the
AutoPage Publication Planner. This report provides both the STEP ID and Name of the products linked into the
publication and is helpful for users who wish to view this information offline.

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Organizing AutoPage Publication Sections

After creating an AutoPage publication structure, itis common to reorganize the order of the sections after the
initial creation of the structure. Additionally, since it is very uncommon for all publication sections to be organized in
alphabetical order, the object types that comprise the hierarchy must be set to be manually sorted.

Publication sections can be organized in two places in the workbench—in the Tree and in the AutoPage
Publication Planner. Using the Tree is the recommended method, since subsections cannot be promoted to top-
level sections in the AutoPage Publication Planner; they can only be reordered within their parent sections.

Organizing Publication Sections and Subsections in the Tree
Sections and subsections in publications can be manually organized in the Tree through simple drag-and-drop
operations as long as the following object types are set to Manually Sorted = Yes:

« Publication Group (typically, the object type with the STEP ID 'Publication group root')

« Publication (typically, the object type with the STEP ID 'Default publication type')

« Section (typically, the object type with the STEP ID 'Section’)

In the Tree, subsections may be dragged and dropped out of their parent sections and promoted to higher-level
subsections or top-level sections. Likewise, sections may be dragged and dropped into other sections, enabling
the 'demotion’ of sections to subsections.

This functionality simplifies the maintenance of more complex publications where multiple levels of organization
are needed.

Using the AutoPage Publication Planner

1. Inthe Tree, click the relevant section or subsection.

2. Onthe AutoPage Publication Planner tab, click the object you want to change the sequence of, and then
drag and drop it to its new position.

Note: You must repaginate or reflow the pages before the object resequencing takes effect on the page.
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Linking and Unlinking Objects in AutoPage
Publications

Products, assets, and/or classifications must be linked to the sections and subsections of the publication before the
publication can be paginated. These objects are mounted onto the pages of the publication and are paginated in
the sequence in which they appear in the publication hierarchy. As such, linking objects to publication sections is
mandatory for AutoPage publications. Product, asset, and classification objects may be linked to publication
sections and subsections in the publication hierarchy. Product and asset objects (but not classifications) may
also be linked to publications (top-level publication objects).

Several methods are available for linking objects into AutoPage publications:

« Manually linking objects to publications and publication sections through right-click actions within the publication
hierarchy in the Tree

« Manually linking objects to publications and publication sections from the objects' References tab
« Using drag and drop or copy and paste in the Tree
« Using drag and drop or copy and paste in the AutoPage Publication Planner

« Using animported STEPXML or Publication Excel file that contains product IDs, asset IDs, classification IDs,
and/or unique key IDs

Manually Link Objects From the Publication Hierarchy

Product and asset objects can be linked to publication and/or section and subsection objects in the Tree through
right-click actions on publication hierarchy objects. For full details and instructions, see the Linking and
Unlinking Publication Products, Assets, and Classifications topic in the Publications section of the
Getting Started / User Guide documentation.

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Resequence Using STEPXML

If you use a STEPXML file to link objects to a publication, you can change the sequence of the objects by
rearranging their tags containing either the STEP ID or unique key IDs in a STEPXML file exported from the
publication, then reimporting the file.

The following example shows how to change the product sequence and add a product using a STEPXML file.

The product named 18214-012, which uses a STEP ID as an identifier, is moved by changing the position of its tag
in the STEPXML file: <AutoPageProductLink ProductliD="18214"/>. A new product, which uses a unique key as
an identifier, is added to the file for the after example: <KeyValue KeylD="SupplierPartNo">123456-
ABC</KeyValue>. This product will display with the name 18210 M B.

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AutoPage Pagination Rules

A pagination rule is a rule that controls how, when, and where objects (typically products, but also assets and
classifications) are mounted onto InDesign pages when autopaginating publications.

A pagination rule consists of one or more conditions and an action that takes place when the condition or
conditions are met. Detailed criteria must be specified for some conditions and actions.

Pagination rules can be applied to entire publications as well as individual sections and subsections. Rules inherit
down from the parent publication level to child sections and subsections. Inherited rules can also be overridden, or,
rules can be created on sections only and not set at the publication level at all.

Important: In order to run autopagination, at least one 'Object layout' rule must exist. See the AutoPage
Pagination Rule Actions topic for more information.

Pagination Rules Tab

Pagination rules are created on the Pagination Rules tab. To view the Pagination Rules tab, select the relevant
publication, section, or subsection in the Tree, then click the Pagination Rules tab.

The Pagination Rules tab provides an overview of all conditions and actions applied to the publication and/or
section. You can also see where in the publication structure the rules are defined ('Defined At').

Pagination Rule Groups

Pagination rule groups are also known as Action Groups, since these groups contain selections of actions that
should be taken on mounted objects and pages. Each group also contains an assortment of conditions that are
applied to determine exactly how these actions will be carried out.

Pagination Rule Inheritance

Pagination rules are inherited from parent publication objects to child section objects (and from parent section
objects to child subsection objects) in the same fashion that specification attributes, references, and so forth, are
inherited in the product hierarchy in the Tree.

Rules that are applied at lower levels take precedence over rules applied at higher levels. So, if you have applied a
rule at publication level, it is inherited to sections and subsections, but rules applied at section or subsection levels
take precedence over the inherited rule.

It is possible to edit the action parameter of an inherited rule. If you have edited the action of an inherited rule, the
rule is then displayed in red on the level where the action has been edited.

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Important: All rules within a pagination rule group are affected when you create a local rule. If you make changes
to arule at the topmost publication level after you have created the local rule, the changes are not inherited.
However, if only the actions are changed on the inherited rules, then only the edited rule turns red and this will not
break the inheritance of the entire group rule.

If you want to get rid of the local values, you can remove all the rules one-by-one. After all the local rules within a
pagination rule group have been deleted, all rules will be inherited again.

Pagination Rule Evaluation

Pagination rules are evaluated one-by-one in the list from top to bottom. When the condition of a rule evaluates to
True, the associated action is then evaluated. The layout of a page is decided by the sum of all conditions with
actions that evaluate to true. The order of evaluation means that one action can override an action associated with
arule further down in the list. Therefore, you should always specify the rule with the more general rule first and the
most specific rule last.

The order of the pagination rules can be changed by using drag and drop.

Example: Layout Rules
« Condition = always, Action = Use product template = template1
« Condition = objectType is OT1, Action = Use product template = template2

When an object is paginated with object Type OT2, then the first condition Always evaluates to True and the rule
assigns the product template template 1 to the product. The condition of the second rule (objectType is OT1)
evaluates to False, and the action of the second rule is therefore not used.

However, if you paginate an object with object Type OT1, the first condition is still True and the rule assigns the
product template template 1 to the object. The second condition also evaluates to True and the action for the rule
then assigns the product template template2 to the object and then overwrites the assignment done by the first
rule.

To Change the Evaluation Order of Pagination Rules
Click the rule you want to move, then drag and drop it to its new position in the list.

Several conditions are available when setting up pagination rules. Conditions affect which actions are taken on
objects as they are placed onto autopaginated pages. This topic provides an overview of what conditions are
available for AutoPage pagination rules and which rule groups contain which conditions.

List and Description of AutoPage Pagination Rule Conditions

If the product attribute LOV value equals

The rule is applied if the LOV value ID or the LOV value of the product attribute value is the same as the value
specified in the condition. The rule matches first on ID and second on value, which allows for matching on values
from LOVs that do not use value IDs.

Note the following considerations for this condition:

« ltisonly valid for LOV-based attributes

« Itdoes not apply to multi-valued attribute values. l.e., if the value specified in the condition is 'red' and a multi-
valued attribute has two values, 'red' and 'blue,' the condition will not match. The value must be exactly as
specified, and not a partial match.

If the product attribute value equals
The rule is applied if the product attribute value is the same as the value specified in the condition.
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Note that this condition does not apply to multi-valued attribute values. l.e., if the value specified in the condition is
'red' and a multi-valued attribute has two values, 'red' and 'blue,' the condition will not match. The value must be
exactly as specified, and not a partial match.

This rule specifies
whether a document in a document-level section / subsection ends on a left or a right page. This action will always
be set as a default condition.

There is only one action in this rule group, 'Minimum size of first split / last split.' This rule controls where lengthy
product presentations are split across columns and pages. Its purpose is to avoid situations where a single line or
word (known as a widow in typography) flows to the next column or page when the rest of the product is on a
previous column or page. This rule ensures that a minimum amount of copy splits over to the top of the next
column or page. Note that the maximum amount that can be set for either split size (first and last) is 342 points
(equivalent to 4.75 inches or 120.65 mm).

Toillustrate, the following screenshot shows an example of a lengthy presentation without a minimum split rule
applied. A dangling line (orphan) has wrapped to the top of the next page.
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The following screenshots shows how the same presentation would split with a minimum spilit size of 1 inch,
followed by an illustration of how the rule is configured in STEP.

Repeat rules

These actions specify the repeat rules for mounting publication and/or section objects themselves. If no rules are
set up, no publications, sections, or subsections will be mounted during the autopagination process.

Repeat Publication

Specifies whether the publication should be mounted (and repeated, depending on the object layout rules that are
set up for publications). For example, by mounting the publication, a table of contents that pulls the name of all
sections in the publication can be placed at the beginning of the publication, or the STEP name and/or metadata
(description) attribute values from the publication can be repeated throughout the publication.

Repeat Section

Specifies which section level to be mounted and repeated, depending on the object layout rules that are set up for
sections. For example, a table of contents that pulls the name of all subsections in a section can be mounted at the
beginning of each section, or the STEP name and/or metadata (description) attribute values from the section(s)
can be repeated throughout the section(s).

For example, if first in section 1, then repeat section at level 1.

For more information on use cases for repeat rules, see the Creating Tables of Contents in AutoPage topic.
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Set Minimum Pages Per Document

Set minimum pages per document

There is only one action in this rule group, 'Set minimum pages per document.' This rule specifies the minimum
number of pages that a document must contain before AutoPage forces a new document to be made. The default
is two pages per document, which is used if nothing is defined.

For example, always create a minimum of six pages within a document before AutoPage creates a new
document.

Set Publication Spread Index

There is only one action in this rule group, 'Set publication template spread index.' This rule specifies which spread
within a publication template should be used when an object is paginated on the page. (A publication template
often consists of several spreads, containing thumb tabs for each chapter.) A typical setup in InDesign would be as
follows: a page spread created from master spread A would equal spread index number 1, a spread created from
master spread B would equal index spread number 2, and so forth.

« How continuation notes will be placed related to the split presentation

Continuation notes are used for longer product presentations that are split across multiple pages, often for
products that contain lengthy tables. Wording such as 'Continued on' and 'Continued from' can be placed at the
bottom and top of the pages to inform readers that the presentation is continued.

Configuring Continuation Notes on the Publication Template

Continuation notes must be placed in a standalone master spread in the publication template. On this spread, the
notes are placed into text frames that are configured with the STEP Template Frame palette. Two frame type
options are available for product continuation notes: Product Continuation Note Before Split and Product
Continuation Note After Split.

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Autopaginating Pages

This topic describes how to paginate InDesign pages from a publication, section, or subsection, as well as how to
choose the desired section level in which to save the final DTP pages.

Prerequisites

« AnInDesign server must be set up, running, and connected to your STEP instance

« Products and/or assets and classifications must be linked to the publication, sections, and/or subsections
« A publication template and at least one product template must be linked to the publication

« Pagination rules should be defined for the publication, sections, and subsections

« Layers should be mapped if the publication has multiple versions

About the Autopagination Process

After selecting, linking, and sequencing the objects in your AutoPage publication, it is ready for autopagination.
You can paginate an entire publication or only parts of a publication, such as a version or a section.

You can paginate one or all versions of a publication. When you paginate all versions of a publication at the same
time, the different versions will be part of the same document but in different layers. Therefore, you have to define
layer mappings on the publication. The layer mappings specify how layers from the product template are mapped
to the layers in the actual InDesign document. For more information about layer mapping, see Mapping Versions
to Layers in the STEP'n'design documentation.

Every object is measured and space is allocated for the longest version on all layers. As a result, every product
presentation element starts on the same position in all versions. The product presentations that you select for a
multi-version AutoPage publication must be the same in the different versions.

Specifying the Document Save Location

Autogenerated DTP documents are saved under the section level based on the 'Auto page Document Level' that
has been set on the publication. For example, If this has been set to '3' then the pages will be saved under the
third-level sections, as pictured in the below screenshot.

Note: If the publication structure contains products on each level, then you cannot select that level as a storage
point for your DTP documents.

Example: You have a publication that has section (Level 1), subsection (Level 2), and another subsection (Level 3)
under it. If you are going to add products under Level 1 then you will be unable to choose 3 under 'Auto page
Document level.' The storage level will be restricted to '1,' which means that the DTP documents will be stored
under Level 1.

If you are going to add the products only from Level 3 onwards in your publication, then you will be allowed to set
this to 3 and the DTP documents will be created and stored under Level 3, as illustrated in the previous image.

'Go to process' takes you
to the 'Autopage Batch Service' on the BGProcesses tab.

The actual pagination is carried out by the InDesign server. A pagination request calls the InDesign server via the
background process and starts the pagination process. The InDesign server then carries out page pagination
based on the applied publication template and pagination rules. When completed, the InDesign server saves the
paginated pages back to STEP in the DTP Documents node under the section level designated in 'Auto page
Document Level.'

After the pages are saved to STEP, you can view them in the Page Inspector. For more information, see the Page
Inspector topic.
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Repaginating Pages

If the autopagination process is initiated on a section that already contains DTP documents, a warning dialog
displays to inform users that all pages in the section will be replaced. This dialog does not display if the
autopagination is re-initiated from a higher section level that does not itself contain DTP pages. l.e., if section level
1 contains no pages but section level 2 does, the warning will only display when autopagination is re-run from a

section level 2.

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Inspecting and Updating Pages

Once paginated DTP pages have been saved back to STEP, the pages can be both inspected and updated within
the workbench from the Page Inspector and the AutoPage Publication Planner tabs. Both single and multi-
version publications can be actioned from these locations.

Page Inspector

From the Page Inspector, actual pages can be viewed and edited from within the workbench. Mounted objects can
be repositioned, remounted, and reflowed on a page; content can be updated; documents can be opened directly
in InDesign; layouts can be locked; pages can be sent to the printer; and more.

Page Inspector

The Page Inspector is a tool in the STEP Workbench used for viewing and editing InDesign pages generated
through AutoPage. From the Page Inspector, mounted objects can be repositioned, remounted, and reflowed on
a page; content can be updated; documents can be opened directly in InDesign; layouts can be locked; pages can
be sent to the printer; and more. To view the Page Inspector, select the relevant publication, section, or subsection
in the Tree, then click the Page Inspector tab.

Overview of the Page Inspector Interface

The following screenshot shows an example of an autopaginated catalog spread as viewed in the Page Inspector.
The toolbar at the top of the Page Inspector contains the tools that can be used on the mounted objects and pages.
The numbers in the following screenshot correspond with the numbered entries in the table directly below it.

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Repositioning Objects In the Page Inspector

Objects can be repositioned on InDesign pages within the workbench through the interface of the Page Inspector.
This allows for users to update page layouts without having to go into InDesign.

Note: If you want to change the order of the objects, and not simply reposition them, they must be resequenced
instead. See Resequencing Linked Objects in AutoPage Publications for more information.

Set Object Justification

Objects can be justified on a page from within the Page Inspector.

While in the Page Inspector, select either a product, multiple products (by holding the CTRL or Shift key while
making selections), or a page, then click Set Justification. The following options are available:
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« Justify Top: repositions the selected objects at the top of the page
« Justify Bottom: repositions the selected objects at the bottom of the page

« Justify Balance: repositions the selected objects so that the white space between the objects is distributed
evenly

Setting Object Justification on an Entire Publication

To set the justification on an entire publication at once, set a 'Use vertical alignment' pagination rule. The available
options are top, bottom, and balance. For more information, see AutoPage Pagination Rule Actions.

One or more objects at a time can be remounted on autopaginated pages. This is useful, for example, if you have
made changes to the product template, if you want to resolve overset text, or if the product content has been

changed.

Reflow Objects

Objects can be reflowed until the end of a page or the end of a section. This is useful if you want to optimize a
limited number of pages; for example, if you have removed an object or have resequenced objects. In this case, it

is recommended to run a reflow operation instead of a complete autopagination.

Note: If you have added products, new spreads will be added either at the end of the indicated page or at the end

of the indicated section.

To ensure consecutive page numbering in sections, the starting page number can be specified, as shown in the
following example:

Section 1: pages 1- 10
Section 2: pages 11 -20
Section 3: pages 21 - 30

Important: This may result in page swap from left to right pages or vice versa. When swapping pages, it might
require all pages to be remounted, if there are left and right hand page specific pagination rules. If a remount is
required, all changes applied manually to the actual pages are lost.

If different pagination rules exist for left and right pages, it is recommended to choose Remount everything.
This causes all pages to be remounted, but note that all manual changes made to actual pages will be lost. To

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Updating Documents in AutoPage

One advantage of using AutoPage to automate page building is the ability to automatically update the contents of
previously built pages without having to rebuild them from scratch.

When pages are built using AutoPage, the content placed from STEP onto the pages accurately reflects how the
content existed in STEP at that moment in time. If changes are made later to the corresponding contentin STEP
(for example, attribute values or referenced images), the pages become out of sync with the latest content.

When this content mismatch occurs, there are several options available within the STEP Workbench for updating
page contents.

Check for Updates

Though it is possible to update the contents of entire publications and sections at once without first checking to see
exactly what pages or mounted objects contain outdated content, STEP provides options that can pinpoint the
exact locations where content needs updating. This 'pinpointing' approach allows for smaller page update
operations, preventing scenarios where a large amount of system resources are tied up for large update
operations (for example, on entire publications) when only one section or even one document may actually need
updating.

Documents can be checked for needed updates from the Tree, the AutoPage Publication Planner, and by using a
Bulk Update operation.

Checking for updates from the bulk update wizard is, for all intents and purposes, identical to checking for updates
from the two previously documented methods in this topic. It is essentially the same functionality, just accessed
from a different location.

Updating Documents

Mounted pages saved back to STEP can be updated from the Tree by the following methods for users of any
STEP Publisher license: Update and Bulk Update. Both methods work in a near-identical fashion, but Update is
the simplest and most straightforward. In AutoPage, documents—and even individual mounted objects
themselves—can be updated from the AutoPage Publication Planner.

Bulk update is simply another method of accessing the same features available under 'Update’. For information on
bulk update operations for STEP publication documents, see Publishing Operations for Bulk Updates in the
Getting Started / STEP User Guide documentation.
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Creating Tables of Contents in AutoPage

In AutoPage, tables of contents (TOCs) can be mounted on pages that typically appear at the beginning of
publications and/or sections. When sorted alphabetically, they can be thought of as section indexes, as their
intent is to alphabetically list the STEP names of all sections that appear within an entire publication and/or the
names of all subsections that appear within a section. When sorted by page number, they can be thought of as
true tables of contents, listing mounted objects in the actual order that they appear within the publication.

The mounting of tables of contents / section indexes in AutoPage is accomplished using a combination of the
following:

« A specially configured product template
« 'Repeat' pagination rules
« 'Object layout' pagination rules

The product template that is used to create tables of contents uses tagging that mounts the following information:

« STEP names of the child sections and subsections of the publication and/or section

« Values from calculated description attributes that pull in the first and last page numbers of mounted pages
that are saved into the publication's sections and subsections

Combining this product template with the aforementioned AutoPage pagination rules will mount the publication
and/or section objects themselves onto pages. The following screenshot shows an example of an alphabetically
sorted publication-level table of contents displayed in the AutoPage Page Inspector.
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This topic focuses on how to configure the AutoPage pagination rules that will mount the table of contents in
autopaginated publications. It does not describe how to create and configure the product template that is used in
conjunction with these pagination rules. For information on how to create this product template, see the Creating
a Table of Contents Product Template section of the STEP'n'design documentation. For additional
information on AutoPage pagination rules, see About AutoPage Pagination Rules.

Rules for Publication-level Tables of Contents

To create a table of contents for an entire publication, the publication object itself is mounted. In order to mount a
publication object, there must be at least one repeat pagination rule and one object layout pagination rule
configured at the publication level.

The Repeat rules pagination rule group is configured to use the pagination rule condition If first in publication
and the pagination rule action Repeat publication. The combination of this condition and action enable the
publication object itself to be mounted at the beginning of the publication.

The Object Layout pagination rule group is configured to use the pagination rule condition If the Object Type is
and the pagination rule action Use product template.

The following sections describe how to configure the combination of these rules using the relevant publication
object type and a product template designed to create a TOC / section index.
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To configure the Repeat rule for the publication object, follow these steps:
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1. Navigate to the relevant publication in the publication hierarchy, then click on the Pagination Rules tab.

Rules for Section-level Tables of Contents

Mounting tables of contents at the section level in AutoPage uses a nearly identical setup to the mounting of tables
of contents at the publication level. The difference is, instead of all sections in the entire publication being mounted
at the publication level, each subsection within each section is mounted at the section level. These TOCs will
appear at the beginning of every section instead of one time for the entire publication.

AutoPage

The calculated attribute function 'getinheritedPublicationValue' is used to pick up metadata (description) attribute
values from section, publication, and publication group objects. Use cases for this function include the display of
publication-related metadata on mounted pages created in AutoPage.

Calculated attributes using the 'getinheritedPublicationValue' function can be used to mount publication metadata
onto InDesign pages by way of InDesign tagging applied to the publication template. This functionality allows
users more dynamic control over content that exists as 'furniture’ (publication template elements) on page
spreads. For example, a section-level description attribute that identifies the 'theme' of the section could be
displayed on side tabs or headers of mounted pages, reducing manual work on publication templates and
mounted pages.

The following information describes how to use the 'getinheritedPublicationValue' function to pull metadata values
from a section, a publication, and a publication group onto InDesign pages generated in AutoPage.

For general information on calculated attribute functions, see the STEP Functions topic in the Calculated
Attributes section of the System Setup / Super User Guide documentation.

Configuring the Calculated Attribute(s)

Follow these steps to create a calculated description attribute using the 'getinheritedPublicationValue' function:

1. Create the Description attribute by the same method that you would create any other Description attribute.
(See the Creating Attributes section of the System Setup / Super User Guide documentation for more
information.)

2. After creating the attribute, right-click in the 'Value template' field on the Attribute tab and select Edit
Function. The Function Editor will open.

3. Click Insert Template, then expand the Publishing Functions section of the Default Templates.

4. Select'Find an attribute value in the publishing (green) hierarchy' and click OK. The Insert Template window
will close.

5. Inthe Function Editor, replace ‘Attributeld’ with the ID of the metadata attribute that you would like to pull
onto the page.

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Exporting and Importing AutoPage Publications in
STEPXML

AutoPage publications can be exported and imported using the STEPXML format.

This topic explains the manual process for exporting AutoPage publications in STEPXML using the Export
Manager in the STEP Workbench, the outbound parameters available for AutoPage publications, a sample XML
file, and a description of the tags inside the resulting STEPXML file.

Importing an AutoPage Publication in STEPXML

Product, asset, and/or classification objects can be linked to sections of AutoPage publications by importing a
STEPXML file. This same file can also be used to create the publication structure, the publication, and to link the
relevant publication template and product templates to the publication. An example of a STEPXML file that can be
used to import an AutoPage publication is provided later in this topic in the 'File Example' section.

Instructions on how to import the STEPXML file itself are not detailed in this topic since the steps are the same as
those for importing any other type of data into STEP using STEPXML. AutoPage publications can be imported
manually using the Import Manager or automatically using an inbound integration endpoint (IIEP).

For more information, see the Import Manager and Inbound Integration Endpoints sections of the Data
Exchange documentation.

Exporting an AutoPage Publication in STEPXML

The steps to export an AutoPage publication in STEPXML are the same as those for exporting any other type of
publication (standard 'drag and drop' or Flatplanner), except additional AutoPage-specific options are chosen
when selecting the STEPXML outbound parameters.

1. Toinitiate the export, follow the initial steps outlined in Exporting and Importing Publications in STEPXML
in the STEP'n'design documentation.

2. Onthe Select Format screen (step 3), after choosing STEPXML from the dropdown list, navigate to the
publication options pictured below and choose the relevant information that you want to include in your export.

For instance, if you
export from a publication object and select 'All' for 'Include Publication Groups' but 'None' for 'Include
Publications,' the export will include all publication groups that exist in your STEP system as well as the single
publication selected, even though 'None' was selected for publications.

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Exporting and Importing AutoPage Publications in
Publication Excel

AutoPage publications can be exported and imported in an Excel format called Publication Excel. The
Publication Excel format supports all publication types: standard STEP'n'design (‘drag and drop'), Flatplanner,
and AutoPage.

Note: The Publication Excel format is only available when exporting from the publication level. It is not available
for exports from the publication group level or section level.

The following screenshots show a sample Publication Excel spreadsheet for an AutoPage publication. The
Publication Excel format only allows one object per row.
